Easter Message from the Pastor 
Dear Parishioners: 
 Jesus Christ is Risen from the dead.  He lives forever in glory.  And, if we put our faith in Him, we can 
be filled with His Life now and the fullness of His Life forever.  Because He lives, nothing can completely and 
ultimately hold us down or hold us back – not economic slowdowns, or recessions not Hurricane Sandy, not 
personal setbacks, or the death of loved ones, not even our own impending deaths.  All is changed because 
Jesus is Risen.  He has won the victory and we, through faith, join in that victory. 
 

 In a few months (on July 1st), I will be leaving Our Lady Star of the Sea to conclude my ministry 
somewhere else.  Many people have expressed their sorrow at my leaving and their gratitude for my 20 years of 
service to OLSS in letters and petitions to the Archdiocese.  The Risen Jesus used me as one of His instruments to 
do the work He wanted done during these two decades.

 It’s all about Jesus!  The more we, as a parish and as individuals put the Risen Jesus in the center of our 
lives, the more He lives in and through us.  I pray that the Resurrection and New Life of Jesus happens in the 
hearts of all of our parishioners, and throughout our parish so that we may truly be renewed and come to life 
this Easter and in the years to come.

Please call 
the rectory for a Registration Packet before attending the 
Sunday Meeting.  A copy of the child’s birth certificate is 
needed. The sponsor must have proof of Confirmation, a 
sponsor certificate (see sponsor certificate information 
below) and must be at least 14 years of age.  The Baptismal 
donation of $100 and the yellow registration form must be 
brought to the Parish Office (Mon.- Fri. 9 to 4PM), prior to 
the Baptism Meeting.  You may then bring the completed 
registration form to the meeting of your choice.
