At age 12, Odilia was sent to a
convent and was baptized by Bishop St. Erhard; when he put the
holy chrism on her, she was able to see. Her brother arranged for
QOdilia’s return, which so angered the father that he struck and
killed him. Later the father repented and accepted Odilia and he
agreed to allow her to convert the castle into a convent where she
became abbess.

precious and holy relics. The very relic which Pope Francis venerated thirteen years ago in Argentina will be at
Our Lady of the Sea Church. It is one of two of St Anthony’s relics which are touring the world to mark the 750th
anniversary of the discovery of St Anthony’s incorrupt tongue.

Veneration will begin at 5:00 PM followed by a Mass at 7:30 PM. Veneration will also follow the Holy Mass.
Padua-based Greyfriar, Fr Mario Conte, Editor of the Messenger of Saint Anthony, will accompany the relics in

New York - a floating’ rib bone and layer of cheek. According to Fr. Mario, “There is nothing superstitious about
relics. The real meaning of a relic is love — they are a link of love between the person who venerates and the

St Anthony died in 1231 and was canonized within a year. His remains are kept in the Basilica in Padua, Italy. When St Bonaventure
presided over the opening of Anthony’s coffin 1263, he discovered that the Saint’s vocal organs were intact, including a red and soft
tongue. “Oh blessed tongue that ever praised the Lord and led others to praise Him!” St. Bonaventure exclaimed. He knew it was no
coincidence that the vocal chords of the Saint who had been a wonderful preacher of the Gospel had survived.

Thirteen years ago, Pope Francis was then Archbishop Jorge Bergoglio of Buenos
Aires. Argentina was a country coping with a catastrophic economic meltdown.

In 2000, Archbishop Bergoglio led a procession through the streets of the Argentinean
capital carrying an ancient relic of St. Anthony of Padua. The popular Franciscan saint
is known to help people find lost items such as lost jobs, lost homes, and lost hope.

Archbishop Bergoglio’s devotion to the 13th century friar, who was a contemporary of
St. Francis of Assisi, can be seen in this photo. The first Jesuit Pope was deeply
inspired by both St. Anthony and St. Francis’ love, care and concern for the poor and
marginalized. He shocked the world last March when he became the first Pontiff to ever

take the name of Francis.
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
