Aloysius was born in Brescia, Italy in 1568. From early youth,
he donated himself to his creator. He exhibited an innocence
perfectly angelic with a penance truly heroic. At age 14, he
was made a page to Prince James and remained
uncontaminated by the vanities of the count. In 1585, he
entered the Jesuits in Rome. From the beginning of his
religious life, he was a model of perfection. During an
epidemic, he showed extreme charity toward the sick in the
hospital. These labors brought him the illness that ended his
life. He died at age 24. (JM)

A FRESH PERSPECTIVE ON THE SUNDAY READINGS
HIS WORD TODAY by Rev. William J. Reilly

Eleventh Sunday in Ordinary Time
June 16, 2013

“When his host, the Pharisee, saw this, he said to himself,
‘If this man were a prophet, he would know who and what
sort of woman this is that touches him - that she is a
sinner.” In answer to his thoughts, Jesus said to him,
‘Simon, | have something to propose to you.'... ‘Teacher’
he said, ‘Speak.’... ‘you gave me no kiss... you did not
anoint my head...” ‘I tell you that is why her many sins are
forgiven — because of her great love. Little is forgiven the
one whose love is small.”

| begin my reflection asking ‘how great is my love?’ Do | think it
is equal to God'’s love for me? Do | want to let it overflow in my
love for others? How can | apply this teaching to myself? At
times | am the host Pharisee, making judgments. At times | am
the woman, aware of my need for forgiveness and not fearing
to express it reaching out for forgiveness.

How interesting that Jesus addressed His host by reacting to
his thoughts. It was not a word which provoked Jesus’
response, but it provided the framework for His teaching.

Remember the game played with children when you asked
‘How big is the baby?’ And with arms extended the answer was
given ‘this big.” The love of Jesus for us has no limits, and
there is more to come when | too extend my arms and allow
Him to touch me. How do | extend my arms?

When | express my love for the Lord in my service to others,
the hungry, the poor, the incarcerated, the immigrant, then |
am extending my arms to the Lord. | greet Jesus in them, |
anoint them and make them special in my life, | discover the
face and heart of Jesus in them. Others admired another
woman for doing this. A native of Albania she is better known
as Blessed Teresa of Calcutta.
