HERO/SAINT OF THE WEEK: St. Catherine of Sweden, Mar. 24:
Catherine was the daughter of the Prince of Nericia and St. Bridgit of
Sweden. At age 13, her father gave her in marriage to Egard, a young
German nobleman of great virtue. Catherine, by her prayers and
discourse, persuaded her husband to join her with a mutual vow of
perpetual chastity, forgoing their marital rights for the love of God.
After Egard’'s death, St. Catherine joined her mother, St. Bridgit, in a
pilgrimage to Rome. During her last 25 years, she lived in mortification
and penance. Each day, she purified her soul from sin by the
Sacrament of Penance. She founded the Order of Briittines or Sty.
Savior, and she died on March 24, 1381. (JM)

Reconciliation Monday: The Archdiocese of New York has
designated Monday, April 14" as Reconciliation Monday to
give everyone an opportunity to receive the sacrament. All
parishes within the Archdiocese will hear confession on that
day. We will hear confessions from 3-9 p.m. “God has given
to us a wonderful gift, a gift that shows His tremendous love for
each of us-- this gift of Sacrament of Reconciliation. Do not
miss this opportunity to experience God’s loving mercy."

Confessions: Confessions are heard every Saturday from
3:30 to 4PM and from 5 to 5:30PM in the Church. The last
confessions before Easter will be on Good Friday, April 18",
from 12 Noon to 2:30PM.
