Hero/Saint of the Week: Blessed Seraphina (Fina) Virgin)
March 30",

Seraphina was born in the 13" century in Tuscany of poor parents,
but despite poverty she always saved half her food for the poor. At
home, she was a recluse, sewing, spinning and spending most nights
in prayer. At a young age, after her father's death, Seraphina was
stricken with a painful paralysis. To be more “Christ like,” she asked
to be placed on a plank, where she was unable to move or turn. She
often prayed, “It is not my wounds but yours, O Christ, that hurt me.”
Although not a nun, she followed the Benedictine way of life. After her
mother’s death, no one wanted to help her because of the repulsive
sores on her body. She prayed to St. Gregory, the Great, who also
suffered from disease. It is believed that Gregory revealed the day of
her death in a vision. She died on March 12, 1253, and many
miracles were reported through her intercession. (JM)

Congratulations to OLSS eighth grade student James Strong
on his Grand Prize win in Scholastic Science World Magazine’'s
Pick A Science Partner Contest! This was a national
competition open to students between the ages of 10 and 18
from all 50 states. James had to demonstrate skills in science
and language arts as well as creativity and innovation.
Contestants had to design an experiment or an invention and
then choose a scientist or inventor from the past or present on
the basis of how well they could work together on the project.
James chose Elisha Otis, inventor of the braking system used
in many elevators, to work with him on his invention called
“Crane Cable Safety Brakes”. James explained his invention
was created with the safety of crane operators, construction
workers, and citizens of cities, where high rise construction
projects and repairs take place, in mind. He said, “The most
important thing | can say about my invention is that it can save
people’s lives, and it can prevent costly damage to buildings
and construction sites.” James Strong's project will be on
display along with many other projects designed by OLSS
students in grades 5 through 8 on March 20, 2014, at our
annual awesome showing of “science power-OLSS style”! Our
school science fair provides a wonderful venue for the budding
scientists and inventors to present their projects. Kudos to
James on a fantastic win and a job well done!
